RE: Riverside County Chapter 2010 Partnership Program

Dear Member,

In 2009 your Riverside County Chapter of the Building Industry Association again aggressively supported and promoted your firm and the home building industry.  Our work through the Riverside Economic Development Team (RED Team) and BIA/Riverside County Strike Force has borne significant fruit.  In five cities and the County, Development Impact Fees have been reduced by between 30% and 50%.  These reductions to date have yielded the industry a $2,223,000 savings.  All 19 school districts in our territory have lowered their fees.  More cities will reduce fees, and by the end of this year the TUMF will be reduced by $4,436.  Schedules of our fee reductions and savings are enclosed.  Through the work of the BIA/Riverside County Streamlining Strike Force we have reduced processing times, created a Pick a Lot program to aid home site re-plotting and worked to broaden the type of security you may post for subdivision improvements.

Governmental Affairs is not our only focus.  We’ve enhanced the member experience by establishing the LOT (Leaders of Tomorrow) group for those under 40, the Woman’s Council is growing and very active; our Membership Committee is having a very positive impact by recruiting and renewing memberships.  Twenty-five new members were recruited during our September membership drive.  The IE Sales and Marketing Council has successfully reached out to resale specialists through their RealtorPalooza events to help builders get more sales.

You can support these efforts through our newly enhanced 2010 Partnership Program.  This year our event costs will remain low, at approximately $35.00, to encourage your attendance to allow you to maximize your business and professional networking.  I know you highly value these business development opportunities and I want you to be able to access these opportunities as easily as possible.

As in 2009, the expanded Partnership tiers are:  Platinum $7,500, Gold $5,000, Titanium $3,000, Silver $1,500, Tungsten $750 and Bronze $500.  We will accept quarterly installment payments for the Platinum, Gold, Titanium and Silver levels.  This year “Platinum has its perks” as does your early commitment, call our office for details.

Our Partnership program is simple.  For each Partnership dollar you contribute, 50% is allocated for your use as prepaid event attendance during the year.  The remaining 50% is used to underwrite our annual events and programs.   These prepaid dollars count toward our Golf Tournaments, General Membership meetings, PASS events, Seminars and the Installation Dinner & Awards Party.  The more you contribute, the more events you will have in your budget.  In 2010, we will continue your ability to use a portion of your prepaid partnership dollars for sponsorships at certain events.  This can add to your firm’s exposure at no additional cost.  Your company’s name will be printed on a special banner, displayed at all of our General Membership Events, listed on our member communication emails, event flyers, program materials and our website.  As new benefits, your firm’s advertisement will be shown on plasma screens along with VIP recognition at each general membership meeting.  All year long your company’s contribution will be prominently on display and receive honorable mention as an underwriter.

The answer is clear.  The Riverside County Chapter is your principle trade advocacy association representing, promoting and protecting the homebuilding industry in western Riverside County, including sixteen Cities and unincorporated Riverside County.  Our Chapter is strong and continues to be a force not only in our territory but also the region and State through our work with our parent, the Building Industry of Southern California and the California Building Industry Association.  Our Chapter successfully reduced development fee, proposed and lobbied for legislation to automatically extend tentative tract maps and successfully supported city council, school district and special district candidates who recognize and support policies promoting home building’s importance to this area.  We need your support to continue this work!
